The Message of the Azerbaijan Peace and Development Alliance addressed to the UN General Assembly and Security Council 

We, the members of the Azerbaijan Peace and Development Alliance uniting numerous state bodies, more than 60 NGOs and different ethnic groups and religious communities,

Considering that the 64th session of the UN General Assembly is coincided with two important events – the 70th anniversary of the beginning of the II World War and the International Day of Peace, 
Recalling that the UN was established with the purpose of preserving of peace security and improvement of cooperation among the states and preventing of recurrence of the horrors of the II World War when 60 million persons were killed more than 300 thousands of them being Azerbaijanis, 130 persons got the name of the Hero of the Soviet Union, and Azerbaijan made important contribution to the victory over the fascism, 
Stressing the important role of the adoption of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the 60th anniversary of which we celebrated, in provision of peace and equality,
Noting that preserving of international peace and security, taking efficient measures for prevention of threat to peace, elimination of the cases of aggression and other acts on violation of peace, achievement of peaceful, justified, resolution of international conflicts that can cause violation of peace on the basis of principles of international law have important place among the UN main duties,
Stressing the emergency of prohibition of ethnic cleansing policy and practice on a world scale, and the necessity of punishment of perpetrators of such kind gross violations,  

Considering The Message on and the call to peace of the UN Secretary General Mr. Ban Ki Moon, to the world states in connection with the International Day of Peace

Sent our joint message, declaring the following:


          As it is known all the members of the UN undertook commitments to refrain from threatening with or using force against the territorial integrity, political stability of any state also incompatible with the aims of this organization in their international relations. 
Including of the issues of provision of peace and security, fight against terrorism, protection of human rights in the world into the agenda of the 64th session of the UN General Assembly proves once more that are among the main priorities of the activity of this influential organization.  Reflection of the points entitled “The situation in the occupied territories of Azerbaijan” and “Long-lasting conflicts in GUAM and their impact on international peace, security, and development” in the session agenda assumes special importance for Azerbaijan. 
It should be noted that as a result of long term Armenian aggression against Azerbaijan 20 percent of Azerbaijani territories were occupied, ten thousands of persons became victims of genocide acts and mass slaughters committed by the Armenians, more than one million Azerbaijanis became refugees and IDPs, thousands of houses, education, medical and other facilities were destroyed. At the same time thousands of Azerbaijanis were taken captive and hostage and this process continues till today despite the ceasefire. 

Thus, as a result of aggressive, ethnic cleansing and genocide policy of Armenia against Azerbaijan persons’ main human rights and freedoms, particularly right to live, as well as fundamental collective rights such as right to peace and right to development were violated grossly. 

Today, long lasting peace negotiations, mediation mission of influential international organization (Minsk group of the OSCE and others) still have no effective impact on the resolution of the problem. 
The resolutions No. 822, 853, 874 and 884 of the UN Security Council dated 1993, the Resolution of the UN General Assembly from March 14, 2008 that enshrines resolution of the conflict on Nagorny Garabakh that is the integral part of Azerbaijan, cessation of each military operation threatening peace and security in the region attainment of ceasefire,  cessation of the hostile acts, unconditional withdrawal of Armenian forces from the Azerbaijani territories, have not been fulfilled, and occupied territories have not been liberated yet.
Armenia demonstrates disrespectful attitude and non-constructive position towards the universal norms and principles of international law and, continues to carry out the enmity policy against Azerbaijan, ceasefire is being regularly broken,  as a result of which Azerbaijani military servicemen, civilians living on borderline, still are being killed or injured, rich natural resources, cultural and religious heritage are being misappropriated, forests are set on fire, and rare historical monuments are being destroyed mercilessly and exposed to vandalism acts in the occupied territories of Azerbaijan. 

Forthcoming, and celebrated worldwide as well as in Azerbaijan as a Holiday 21 September-International Day of Peace reflects people’s will for peace, the possibility of realization of all human rights and freedoms along with the collective rights, right to live at peace, and of their wishes in the condition of peace. 
Thus, peace building processes should be supported; all efforts should be joined in the direction of preserving of peace and improvement of welfare of persons. Straight way leading to sustainable development lies only through the peace, tolerance and the Rule of Law. 

In the Declaration of the Right to Peace adopted with the Resolution of the UN General Assembly No. 39/11, dated 1984 special status was given to the right to peace and this right was declared sacred. It proves the importance of the right to peace once again. The Declaration puts commitment for preserving Peace before all States. 
We, the Azerbaijan Peace and Development Alliance, that is the member of International Peace Bureau and regularly functions in a national and international level, condemn the long term Armenian aggression against Azerbaijan, consider it as a negative impact on the stability, peace building processes in the world and in the South Caucasus, call the international community, the international organization, as well as the UN –one of the influential organizations of the world to support peaceful resolution of the conflict, to defend the justified position of Azerbaijan and to help in restoration of its territorial integrity. 
We believe that all peace, Rule of Law oriented ideas of this influential organization will assist to improvement of peaceful dialogue and peace culture at the same time, to elimination of factors endangering peace and security in the world.
All the members of the UN should resolve the international conflicts peacefully in order the international peace, security and justice weren’t exposed to threat. 

At the same time, considering the competency of the General Assembly to review the common principles of the cooperation in preserving the peace and security and to give recommendations to the UN members or to the Security of Council according to the UN Charter, as well the agenda of 64th session we ask to adopt a special document on the implementation of the Resolution entitled “The situation in the occupied territories of Azerbaijan” in the frame of session.
We hope that the UN will take more decisive actions for restoration of peace.
